Files Needed from PCAs for CIE

File #1:  Accounts with which agency had contact between 2/5/01 and 2/16/01 inclusive

1. Agencies should record the SSN of every account for which they have had contact with the borrower or the borrower’s authorized representative. 

2. The file should be formatted as a fixed-width (flat) text file, the layout of which is as follows:
